Arabio Building

Saugerties, New York

Our Arabio Building located in the heart
of the Saugerties, and completed in
1987, this property offers two 3
bedroom units for family housing.

Our Arabio Building is centrally located, allowing for walking to
schools, libraries, churches, playgrounds, shopping, and
restaurants. Summer enjoyment is a short walk away to the beach
located along the shore of the Hudson River.

A waiting list is not maintained for this property. When rentals
become available they will be advertised in local newspapers, on
our website, as well as posted in our offices.



Blair Road

Kerhonkson, New York

The property formerly known as
Timothy Estates, at 17 Blair Road, in
Kerhonkson, was acquired by Rural
Ulster Preservation Company in the late
1980’s. On the cusp of completing a
rehabilitation of the property, a
devastating fire destroyed the property.
The complex was rebuilt from the
ground up and offers nine spacious,
affordable, 2 bedroom apartments.

Located in a country setting, yet
conveniently located to Route 209, Blair
Road provides the best of both

worlds. Each apartment is warm and
sunlit with large windows,
complemented by natural wood trim
and doors. The kitchen and bath have
updated cabinetry and fixtures. The
upstairs units have decks off the living
rooms, providing an enjoyable outdoor
space in the warmer weather. Ample
off street parking is available in the
parking lot in the rear of the building.

To be eligible for this property income
must be at or below 50% of median
income for your household size. A wait
list is maintained for this property.



Our Brede Building, located in the
heart of Saugerties, provides four
1 bedroom units and three 2
bedroom units for family housing,
as well as a prime commercial
space, currently occupied by
Westwood Metes & Bounds
realty.

The centralized location allows
for walking to schools, libraries,
churches, playgrounds, shopping,
and restaurants. Summer
enjoyment is a short walk away to
the beach located along the
shore of the Hudson River.

To be eligible for this property
income must be at or below 50%
of median income for your
household size. A waiting list is
maintained for this property.

Hasbrouck Avenue

Our Hasbrouck Avenue property, Kingston, New York

located in Kingston, was a vacant
building, in desperate need of repair,
when we acquired it 1998. We restored
the property, bringing it back to its
original architectural splendor.

The restoration was completed in 2000

and provides four 2 bedroom

apartments, one 3 bedroom apartment

and one 4 bedroom apartment. In

addition, the property posses an inviting

courtyard, which provides an enjoyable

outdoor space for the families that live This property is designated

there. for single family, heads of
household, who where
homeless or about to be
homeless. Rent is based on
income and residents are
required to be at or below
50% AMI.

A walit list is not maintained
for this property. When
units become available, they
will be advertised in local
newspapers, on our
website, as well as posted in
our offices.



Located at 134 Hunter Street, in
Kingston’s Historic Rondout area,
the 7,500 square foot building had
been vacant. The structure was
originally constructed in the 1860'’s,
and once housed storefronts on the
Ravine Street side.

Rural Ulster Preservation Company
saw the building as a prime
structure for rehabilitation and
community reinvestment. The
rehabilitation project was completed
iIn 1990, and offers three 1
bedroom, three 2 bedroom and one
3 bedroom units.

Hunter Street

Kingston, New York

Our Hunter Street property offers

off street parking and is one block
from a Kingston City Transit Bus
stop. Block Park and Kingston’s
downtown waterfront are both short
walk away.

Rent is based on income and
residents are required to be at or
below 50% AMI. A wait list is not
maintained for this property. When
units become available, they will be
advertised in local newspapers, on
our website, as well as posted in
our offices.



Park Heights

Rosendale, New York

Park Heights unique design focus on
community has won numerous awards.
The forty 1 bedroom apartments open to
a beautifully landscaped courtyard that
provides a private, yet spacious outdoor
area for the community to enjoy. The
community room is the focal point of this
courtyard. The result of this design is
that tenants have independently created
a tight nit community, with a self-created
community group that organizes dinners
and other events open to all residents.

Rural Ulster Preservation
Company completed
construction of Park Heights
in August of 1999. Park
Heights, located in
Rosendale, was designed to
offer independent living for
elderly households.

Park Heights offers off street
parking for tenants and guests,
as well as an on-site laundry
room. Due to the strong curb
appeal and this tight nit
community, Park Heights is an
affordable housing
development that the residents
of Rosendale are proud to
have in their town.



The Stuyvesant Hotel

Kingston, New York

Our excellence in community rehabilitation speaks for itself in the
rehabilitation of the Stuyvesant Hotel, located in the heart of the
historic stockade district, on the corners of Fair and John Streets in
Kingston. The structure, which had been vacant for over ten years,
was in severe disrepair. Acquired by in 1991, the Stuyvesant Hotel
was restored to its original grandeur in 1993, serving as a pioneer in
the revitalization of the Fair Street neighborhood.

The restored Stuyvesant Hotel won architectural awards from The
American Institute of Architects Westchester/Mid-Hudson Chapter,
First Honor Award, New York State Association of Architects/The
American Institute of Architecture for design excellence, the 1993
Affordable Housing Award and has graced the covers of numerous
community preservation publications since it's restoration.



The Stuyvesant Hotel
Kingston, New York

The Stuyvesant Hotel offers forty 1 bedroom units for senior and
disabled adults. Twelve of the forty units have been designated for
homeless housing. The uptown location offers the convenience of
shopping, restaurants, museums, banking, and county offices within
walking distance. City of Kingston Transit buses provide a bus stop at
your doorstep on Fair Street.

Also located within the Stuyvesant
building are the offices for Rural
Ulster Preservation Company, and
Portobello Restaurant.

To be eligible for this property income
must be at or below 80% of median
income for your household size. A wait
list is maintained for this property.



Jenny’s Garden |

Marlboro, New York

Rural Ulster Preservation
Company provides property
management services for
Jenny’'s Garden |. Jenny’'s
Garden | is an attractive and
comfortable senior housing
complex located in Marlboro,
New York. Jenny's Garden | was
constructed in 1998 and offers 44
rental units for income eligible
seniors 62 and older. Jenny’s
Garden | provides the
convenience of off street parking
for each unit and an onsite
laundry room.

To be eligible for this property
income must be at or below 60%
Area Median Income (AMI) and
you must be 62 years of age or
older. A wait list is maintained for
this property.



Jenny’s Garden Il

Rural Ulster Preservation Company
provides property management services for
Jenny’'s Garden Il. Jenny’s Garden Il is an
attractive and comfortable senior housing
complex located in Marlboro, New York.
Jenny's Garden | & Il is a limited
partnership of Richard Gerentine who
named the community after his
grandmother.

Jenny’'s Garden Il was constructed in 2004
and offers 22 rental units for income
eligible seniors 62 and older. Jenny’s
Garden Il offers the convenience of parking
for each unit and an onsite laundry room.

Marlboro, New York

To be eligible for this property
income must be at or below
60% Area Median Income
(AMI) and you must be 62
years of age or older. A wait list
IS maintained for this property.



The Kirkland Hotel

Kingston, New York

The Kirkland Hotel
is a Tudor-revival
style commercial
building
constructed in
1899. The
building is a
national landmark
and the
cornerstone to the
Kingston Stockade
Area Historic
District.

The vacant structure had been the subject of a
continuous debate between City of Kingston and Ulster
County officials. The hotel bounced from being
demolished for a parking garage to being saved by a
series of unsuccessful proposals by various
developers. The late Mayor T.R. Gallo pledged his
support to assist RUPCO in its proposed renovation of
the building. This pledge is presently upheld by Mayor
James Soittile. The building received State Historic
Designation as a landmark structure in 2002.

The building is being restored to its original impressive
presence. The new commercial space will include a
combination of restaurant, retail and office space.



The 28 acre site is
the largest
undeveloped parcel
within the Hamlet
center, of which
approximately 7
acres will be built
upon and the
remaining acreage
will be conserved.
This specific site was
named in the Town of
Woodstock’s draft
Comprehensive Plan
as the last, best
chance to create
affordable housing.

Woodstock Commons

Woodstock, New York

RUPCO is working closely with the Town of
Woodstock, will develop an innovative, mixed
income and intergenerational housing campus
located within the Hamlet center of Town. The
master development of Woodstock Commons
will produce 62 units of housing including
homeownership, senior and family rental

housing.

Innovation continues in the project’s green design. RUPCO is proposing the first known
geothermal design for affordable housing, outside of New York City. The geothermal ground
source design will allow Woodstock Commons to be completely independent of fossil fuels
for its heating, cooling and domestic hot water production. The design will produce long
term maintenance and operating savings for RUPCO and utility cost savings for the tenants.
Woodstock Commons hopes to be the first LEED certified affordable design in upstate New

York.
