Blue and Gold Development Corp first presented the Stoneleigh Woods @ New Paltz
project to the Village of New Paltz in 2006. On May 2, 2006, the Planning Board
accepted the DEIS as complete. A public hearing was conducted on July 11, 2006 and
the public comment period was closed on or about August 21, 2006.
